Manufacturing has been the foundation for the economy of Stark County for
many years and the area has suffered with the loss of jobs in that sector. The
U.S. Department of Labor Statistics estimates that between 1998 and 2007,
Stark County along with Carroll County (a neighboring county) has lost about a
third of their manufacturing jobs. During 1997 the Hoover Company, the
county’s 5th top employer in 1998, closed its doors after years of shifting
manufacturing jobs to Mexico where cheaper labor markets exist.

In recent years, Stark County’s economic development emphasis has been on
the non-manufacturing sector. The number of health care and social
assistance workers in the county rose nearly 14%. In 1998 among Stark’s top
employers were 4 manufacturing companies; today only one, The Timken
Company remains.
